March 15 - April 15 and September 15 - October 15

Language requirements 
Although no official test records of English like TOEFL or IELTS are 

required, we expect nominated students to be proficient in English 

both in writing and in communicating in the classroom in order to 
complete the course assignments. The home institution verifies 

students' proficiency prior to nominating them to Aalto. The expected 

level of English proficiency is equivalent to B2 (CEFR). 

Visa requirements 
Depending on the nationality and the length of stay, the student may 

need a visa or a residence permit. Students should immediately 

proceed with the visa/residence permit application after receiving the 

letter of acceptance as the process takes up to 8 weeks. Travel 

arrangements should only be made once the visa/residence permit 

has been issued. Information about Finnish consulates and embassies 

can be found at www.um.fi/entering-finland.

Housing 

In the Helsinki region there are two large student housing 

organizations that Aalto works with: HOAS (Foundation for Student 

Housing in the Helsinki Region) and AYY (Aalto University Student 

Union). Student apartments typically consist of 3-5 bedrooms, a 

shared living room, kitchen and bathroom. Student apartments are 

situated around the Helsinki metropolitan area. Students apply for 

housing directly through the above organizations.

Health insurance 

Exchange students are expected to have a medical insurance of their 

own. For some international students it is mandatory to have a medical 

insurance in order to get a residence permit in Finland. If you are 

entitled to European Health Insurance Card, EHIC, please get one 

before your stay.
