1. Passport Bio detail page. 
2. Official latest transcript. 
3. Head & Shoulder Picture (for production of Student ID card both 

electronic and physical card). 
4. Proof of English (unless English is your first language). This is 

compulsory if studying for the full year. 
 

Portfolio requirement: 
Students who are applying for courses in Architecture, Art Direction, Fashion, 
Graphic Design, Illustration Animation, Interior Design, Fine Art, Filmmaking or 
Photography will need to provide a portfolio and you will be sent instructions to 
send/ upload this after your application has been made or use any one of the 
following.
