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GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

OF THE TUM GRADUATE SCHOOL'’S KICK-OFF SEMINARS
By registering for a Kick-Off Seminar, you agree to the following terms and conditions:

1. Mandatory Participation

Your participation is required by the “TUM Regulations for the Award of Doctoral Degrees,
effective January 1, 2014”. You need to be at least a preliminary member of TUM Graduate
School when registering for the Kick-Off Seminar. Participation within the first 6 months of your
membership is recommended.

2. Transferable Skills Courses

During the Kick-Off Seminar you will participate in three transferable skills courses. They focus
on three key areas: communications skills, interdisciplinary cooperation, productivity
management.

3. Travel Arrangements

(1) The event is financed by the TUM Graduate School and you will not incur any costs. We
will provide accommodation, catering and the bus transfer from Munich, Arcisstral3e to the
location and back. Travel costs to and from Arcisstrale cannot be reimbursed. A private
journey to the Kick-Off location is possible, however, this will be at your own costs. Privately
booked accommaodation outside of the accommodation organized by TUM-GS will also not be
reimbursed.

(2) If you are a TUM employee: You do not need to request an individual travel authorization
as we submit a collective travel authorization request (Dienstreiseantrag) for the Kick-Off
Seminar.

(3) Your supervisor has to agree on your participation prior to registration.

4. Cancelling your registration
Please note that your registration is binding.

(1) You can cancel your registration without incurring any fees up to 3 weeks before the
seminar.

(2) For any cancellations after that, a fee of 100€ will be charged.
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(3) For cancellations on the day of the event or the case of non-attendance, an amount of 450€
will be charged.

(4) In case of a cancellation due to illness, we must be informed by 8 a.m. on the first day of
the event. In addition, a medical note must be sent to us within three days at the latest.

5. Your personal data
(1) Your data will be used for the purpose of facilitating the organizational process.

(2) Your name, email address, academic background as well as nationality may be forwarded
to the trainer(s) of the workshop you registered for to allow the trainer/s to adequately prepare
the workshop and/or to get in touch with you before or after the Kick-Off Seminar (preparation,
photo documentation, etc.). If you do not agree with this, please send us an email

(3) Your name and email address may be forwarded to other participants of the Kick-Off
Seminar if it is necessary for you to get into contact with each other in order to prepare
something for the event.
